Catalog Description

A study of the Third Gospel, with special reference to its use of traditional material and its
consequent unique rendering of the gospel message.

Course Narrative & Rationale

This course is a study of the Gospel of Luke, utilizing historical-critical, literary, and theological
methods of inquiry. Luke was careful to locate the story of Jesus in a particular historical context.

We will explore the life and ministry of Jesus in the historical, cultural, political and religious
milieu of first-century Palestine. Luke tells us that there were others who had written accounts of
Jesus. Since we have three other Gospels besides Luke in our New Testament canon, we will from
time to time explore Luke’s relationship to the other Gospels, while at the same time highlighting
Luke’s unique way of telling the story of Jesus.

Although Luke tells us that he carefully investigated everything, the Gospel of Luke is not merely a
historical account of Jesus. It is a literary accomplishment. In view of the fact that Luke has told a
story, we must use certain literary tools, particularly narrative criticism, to understand how Luke
has structured the story of Jesus.

But Luke was much more than a historian and a literary genius, as commendable as these functions
are. Luke was a theologian at heart. He wrote the story of God’s saving act in Jesus, the good
news, the euaggelion, the gospel. Luke was careful, on one hand, to connect the story of Jesus to
the story of God in the Old Testament, as we see most clearly in the first two chapters of the
Gospel, but also elsewhere. On the other hand, Luke was equally careful to connect the story of
Jesus to God’s ongoing work through the Holy Spirit in the life of the church, as the Acts of the
Apostles, Luke’s second volume, clearly indicates. We will therefore endeavor to listen to Luke’s
theological concerns and ethical implications not only for his first readers but also for us today.

3. To learn and apply the methodology of narrative criticism to the Gospel of Luke and gain
appreciation for Luke’s narrative rationale (Assignments 1, 3, 6, 7)

4. To recognize various literary genres in Luke, such as parables, miracles, sayings, and narrative
material and learn how to apply appropriate exegetical procedures to them (Assignments 1, 3,
7, 11)

5. To understand the literary and theological links between Luke’s two volumes — the Gospel and
Acts of the Apostles (Assignment 7)

6. To gain insights into Luke’s theological understanding of the person of Jesus and the
significance of his ministry, death and resurrection (Assignments 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11)

7. To learn the theological and ethical themes that run through the Gospel of Luke (Assighments 1,
3,4,5,6,7,8,9,11)

8. To address the hermeneutical issue of hearing the Gospel of Luke as the word of God to us for
faith and practice (Assignments 3, 4, 5, 7, 8, 9, 11)

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Course Assignments & Requirements

Pre-Module Assignments and Requirements

1.

Analytical Reading of the Gospel of Luke and Reflective Essay, Dec 6-15, 2010 (Outcomes 2,
3,4,6,7,CN10,CN 11, CN 14, CN 19, CP 1, CP 2). Your first assighment is to read the
Gospel of Luke three times, preferably in three different versions of the Bible recommended
above. Each reading should be done in one or two sittings, with paper and pencil or computer
at hand, and with a particular purpose in mind, as explained below. Set aside several hours in a
single day to do each reading. The first reading should be done for the purpose of discovering
recurring theological and ethical themes in Luke. Jot down words, phrases, or even sentences
that would capture Luke’s favorite themes. The second reading should be with the purpose of
discovering Luke’s portrait of Jesus. While the whole Gospel of Luke should be kept in view, it
would be particularly helpful to note stories, parables, sayings, or miracles of Jesus that occur
only in Luke. What do these accounts tell us about Luke’s understanding of the person of Jesus?
Cross-reference Bibles would be helpful in locating texts in Luke that do not occur in Matthew
and Mark. The third reading should be done to discover the overall narrative rationale and
structure of the Gospel of Luke. Divide the Gospel into major sections and give each section a
title as well as chapter and verse references. Write an essay of 1,000 words in which you
incorporate and synthesize your notes and reflections on the Gospel of Luke. Post your essay
under the “Luke Essay” tab on the NTS Moodle site for this course by Wednesday, Dec 15,
2010, 11:55 PM (CST).

Reading and Critique of Textbook by Horsley, Dec 16-20, 2010 (Outcomes 1, 6, CN 12, CN
16, CP 1, CP 2). Read the textbook by Richard Horsley, Jesus and Empire, and write a
thoughtful critique in 500 words to summarize and evaluate Horsley’s presentation of the life
and message of Jesus in the historical and political context of the Roman Empire. Post your
essay under the “Horsley” tab on Moodle by Monday, Dec 20, 2010, 11:55 PM (CST).

. Reading of Textbook by Tannehill and Writing of Discussion Questions, Dec 21, 2010—Jan 7,

2011 (Outcomes 1, 2, 3,4, 6,7, 8, CN 10, CN 11, CN 14, CN 16, CN 19, CP 1, CP 2). Read
the textbook by Tannehill, Luke, in 5 installments. For each of the 5 installments write 3
discussion questions, each question in a separate paragraph of 80 words or so, for a total of
approximately 250 words. In each of the 3 paragraphs raise an issue from a different part of
the reading, and formulate a thought-provoking question that you would like to see discussed in
class. Give the page numbers in Tannehill that provoked your questions.

Tannehill 1: Read Tannehill, pp. 19-99, Dec 21-24, 2010. Post your 3 questions under the
“Tannehill 1” tab on Moodle by Friday, Dec 24, 2010, 11:55 PM (CST).

Tannehill 2: Read Tannehill, pp. 99-167, Dec 25-28, 2010. Post your 3 questions under the
“Tannehill 2” tab on Moodle by Tuesday, Dec 28, 2010, 11:55 PM (CST).

Tannehill 3: Read Tannehill, pp. 167-227, Dec 29-31, 2010. Post your 3 questions under
the “Tannehill 3” tab on Moodle by Friday, Dec 31, 2010, 11:55 PM (CST).

Tannehill 4: Read Tannehill, pp. 227-286, Jan 1-4, 2011. Post your 3 questions under the

Reading of Textbook by Green, Jan 8-11, 2011 (Outcomes 6, 7, 8, CN 11, CN 14, CN 19, CN
20). Read the textbook by Joel Green, The Theology of the Gospel of Luke. Although there is
no written assignment for this reading at this point, you should keep in mind the later
assignments and expectations during the module and post-module segments of the course. To
save time later on, it would be wise to write notes, mark the book, and jot down your
observations and evaluations as you do your reading.

Reading of Textbook by Ringe, Jan 12-16, 2011 (Outcomes 6, 7, 8, CN 11, CN 14, CN 19, CN
20). Read the textbook by Sharon Ringe, Jesus, Liberation, and the Biblical Jubilee. Follow
the same instructions for this reading as you did for Green’s book.

Module Assignments and Requirements

Reading of Textbook by Byrne, Jan 17-24, 2011 (Outcomes 3, 6, 7, CN 11, CN 14, CN 19).
Read the textbook by Brendan Byrne, The Hospitality of God. Follow the same instructions for
this reading as you did for Green’s book. In addition, plan to do your daily reading in Byrne so
that it corresponds as much as possible with the chapters in Luke scheduled to be discussed in
class, enabling you to participate more effectively in class discussions.

Attendance and Participation (Outcomes 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, CN 10, CN 11, CN 12, CN 14,
CN 16, CN 19, CN 20, CP 1, CP 3). You are expected to attend and actively participate in class
sessions. The quality of your contribution to class discussion will be evaluated on the basis of
your familiarity with and thoughtful response to the assigned readings and will be a factor in
determining the course grade. If you anticipate being absent more than once, consider taking
the course at another time.

Community Learning Experience (Outcomes 6, 7, 8, CN 10, CN 11, CN 14, CN 19, CN 20, CP
1, CP 3). During the first week of the module, you will be assigned to a small group and given
the task of presenting an oral report to the class on Wednesday, January 26, on one of the three
textbooks (Green, Ringe, Byrne). Your group should present to the class a 20-minute oral report
which should include a summary of the book and an evaluation of its strengths and/or
weaknesses. Then you as a group should plan to lead the class in an open discussion of the book
for 10 minutes. Your group should meet no later than Tuesday of the second week of the
module and decide how to make the oral presentation. The group need not be unanimous in its
views, but everyone in the group must take part in the oral presentation to the class.

Evaluation of Green, Ringe, Byrne (Outcomes 6, 7, 8, CN 11, CN 14, CN 19, CN 20, CP 1, CP
2). In 750 words, summarize and evaluate the main thrust of each of these three textbooks
that we have already read and reflected on prior to and during the module. Post your essay
under the “Green, Ringe, Byrne” tab on Moodle by Tuesday, Feb 1, 2011, 11:55 PM (CST).

Reading and Critique of Textbook by Borg and Wright, Feb 2-18, 2011 (Outcomes 1, 6, CN
11, CN 12, CN 14, CN 19, CN 20, CP 1, CP 2). Read the textbook by Marcus Borg and N. T.
Wright, The Meaning of Jesus: Two Visions, and write a critique in which you compare and
contrast the positions of the two authors on each of the eight topics in the book (Parts I-VIII).
Evaluate the strengths and/or weaknesses of the two positions on each of the eight topics and
support each evaluation with a reference to a text in the Gospel of Luke. Each of the eight
topics should be evaluated in 250 words, for a total of 2,000 words for the entire essay. Post
your essay under the “Borg & Wright” tab on Moodle by Friday, Feb 18, 2011, 11:55 PM (CST).
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11.Exegesis Paper, Feb 19—March 11, 2011 (Outcomes 1, 4, 6, 7, 8, CN 16, CN 17, CN 20, CP 1,
CP 2). Write an exegesis paper, 3,500 words in length, on a coherent unit of text from the
Gospel of Luke about 6-8 verses in length. If you are not certain as to what might constitute a
coherent unit, feel free to discuss it with the professor. Apply the following methods of
analysis to the text:

e Literary context. How does the text fit in its immediate context as well as the overall
narrative structure of the Gospel of Luke?

e Historical setting. How can the text be illuminated if it is placed in the historical, social,
cultural, political and/or religious setting of the life of Jesus?

o Theological commentary. This should be a verse-by-verse commentary to explain the
theological significance of the passage in the context of Jesus’ life and ministry as well as
Luke’s literary design.

¢ Hermeneutical reflections. How should the text be heard in the context of today’s world?
How would you go about using it in preaching or teaching so that it communicates a relevant
message that people need to hear today?

In addition to the relevant parts of the textbooks, use at least two commentaries listed under
“Recommended Texts & Course Materials” and at least two other resources listed in the
Bibliography. Make use of all these materials in the paper and document their use with
footnotes, following the Turabian form and style. Organize the paper under major headings,
such as those suggested above. Add a title page at the beginning and a bibliography page at the
end where you list all the resources that you have actually used in the paper. Post your paper
under the “Exegesis Paper” tab on Moodle by Friday, March 11, 2011, 11:55 PM (CST).
